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This is the (long overdue) PDF to go with Lesson 10 of my ‘Virtual Bass’ 
DVD series.

In this lesson we’re looking at COME AS YOU ARE by Nirvana.

The version I’m going to show you is pretty easy - and is pretty close to 
the original version.  In the original version Krist Novoselic is either us-
ing Drop D tuning or a 5 string - as he uses a low ‘D’ as an approach note 
to the ‘E’ in the chorus.

Here’s the basic riff that forms the intro and the verse pattern:

(Quick tip: the last time through prior to a chorus stay on the ‘D’ for the 
very last 8th note (don’t go up to D Sharp).

Here’s the basic chorus pattern:
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And finally we’ve got the bridge section.  

Once you’ve learned the different sections, here’s the ‘roadmap’ of the 
tune, so you can put it all together:

INTRO:  
Verse 1 
Chorus
Verse 2
Chorus
Bridge
Guitar Solo (use Verse Pattern)
Chorus
Bridge
Outro (use Verse pattern - finish on the ‘D’)

And that’s it.
